Success Stories
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NSFDC is an institution under the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment,
Government of India engaged in promoting economic development of Scheduled Castes
families living below double the poverty line. NSFDC finances income generating
schemes for its target group through the State Channelising Agencies (SCAs) nominated
by respective States and Union Territories.

Since the inception of the Corporation till 31.03.2007, NSFDC has disbursed an amount of
Rs 1312.58 crores for the benefit of 54.85,583 Scheduled Castes beneficiaries. The
cumulative utilization accounted by the Corporation is 91.81%. The cumulative loan
recovery of NSFDC from its SCAs is 89.51%.

Evaluation of NSFDC schemes are done regularly through outside agencies. The findings
and observations of the studies carried out by the State Technical & Consultancy Service
Organizations during the last three years have shown that assets were created inalmost all
the cases interviewed, Further, out of the assets created, 81.60% ofthe units were found to
be operational. In case of operational units, the beneficiaries, on an average, earncd
substantial additional incomes varying from Rs. 1-2 lakh per annum under manufacturing
activities, Rs.0.60 lakh to Rs.2.00 lakh under Transport Sector schemes and Rs.0.50 lakh to
Rs.0.90 lakh under other Service Sector activities.

He was selected on the basis ofhis long experience and was provided
loan of Rs 2,40,000 by NSFDC in the vear 2002 through Dr.B.R. Ambedkar
Development Corporation Ltd. Bengaluru.

Shri Murthy with his hard work and excellent marketing in Karnataka
and Andhra Pradesh is now getting a net income of Rs 15,000 permonth after
meeting all expenses and repayment instalments. He is now enjoying better
quality of life and educating his children in good schools. His success has
inspired his friends and co-workers to become entreprencurs,



Shri Subramani, 4/02, Siddappaji Temple Road, 1l Cross, Gandhinagar,
Mysore was working a Sales Person in a Footwear Shop using his workman-
ship and Sales accumen in selling footwear . However, his long working
hours and skill had always been under paid.

He took a loan of Rs.1,05,000/- under NSFDC scheme in the year 2000.
With his talent and skill coupled with rich experience in line enabled him to
increase his net income to Rs 10,000 per month after meeting all expenses and
repayment obligations. He is regular in repayments and quite happy with his
increased economic status.



Smt. Siddamma, W/o Doddathimmaial of Malurupattana, Channapatna
Taluk, Bengaluru rural district was an agricultural labourer getting seasonal
work which fetched her only about Rs 1,500/- per month for less than six
months in a year. Her husband was also working as a daily wage labourer.

. She was provided loan of Rs.50,000/- for 2 Acres of dry land in the year
1999, under NSFDC Scheme through Dr.B.R.Ambedkar Development
Corporation Ltd, Bengaluru Subsequently, a Borewell was also provided
by the Karnataka Government in her land. With adequate water facility. she is
able to cultivate crops like Mulberry, Maize & Coconut to earn an income of
Rs.7.000/- per month.

The ownership of land has improved her social status in her village besides
providing considerable economic and food security to her family. She is able
to construct a Pakka House and send her children to School.
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SERVICE STATION FOR AUTO MOBILES

Shri Rama, 1/24, Nachanalally Palaya, Mysore was working as a daily wage
labourer with a Automobile Service Station. Long working hours & low
wages were the norm of the day. He couldnetaffordto give propereducation
and health facilities for his family.

One day, he came to know of the low interest loans of NSFDC from the Staff
of District SC Corporation, Mysore. Encouraged by scheme, he applied for
loan under the scheme of Automobile Water service Station and was
sanctioned loan of Rs. 94,000/- in the year 1999, With this loan he started a
Service Station with competition from 6 more similar units in the city.
[nitially he did not get response. However, his workmanship and satisfaction
from the customers has gradually increased his business. Today he earns
Rs.10,000/- per month after giving wage employment opportunity to 3 more
persons. Mr. Ramu has expressed his gratitude to NSFDC and Dr. B.R.
Ambedkar Development Corporation for the change it has brought in his life.
His children after completing educationare now employed in Bengaluru.
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Shri Ramaiah, S/o Chikkahaidaiah N.R. Colony, Channapatna Taluk, has 2
acres of land, However he could only cultivate seasonally for 6 months crops
like Ragi and Jowar. He came to know of Borewell loan facility from his
neighbour. He applied and was sanctioned a loan of Rs.23,500/- for Borewell
under NSFDC scheme.

Being a hardworking agriculturist, he has planted fruit bearing and other
trees like Mango, Papaya, Mulberry on his land. He has changed his cropping
pattern from dry land crops to horticulture and now earning an income of
Rs. 6,000/- per month, with which he is able to have his house constructed
and provide sufficientincome for his family’s sustenance.
